The use of the rear
garden will provide for the much needed extra seating space, as our overall capacity has been reduced greatly because of
the covid-19 restrictions and we need to make use of all available space. We have always followed strict procedures on all
aspects of the business and will continue to do so in respect of all licensable conditions under physical supervision of the
owner of the business. The back area is covered by a permanent roof which will minimise any unlikely noise nuisance, and
has been re-planned to accommodate customers. No music to be played outdoors. We maintain close contact with all
residents of flats located above the bar, with direct contact details of the owner available to them for any necessary
communication. Same applies to the freeholder of the building. There would be no adverse impact on the promotion of
the licensing objectives, which are all closely monitored and adhered to in our premises. Where all of the objectives are
under strict controls by the management and the owner. We are a reputable, local business that pays attention to every
little detail and the ability to use the rear garden would definitely help us to maintain the business in a reasonable shape in
todays economy. The area in question will be provided with table service, covered under site wide CCTV system and will be
constantly monitored by members of staff.

Strict implementation of Challenge 25 Policy. If a person cannot provide a valid ID no sale will be made, or the person will
not be admitted to the premises. CCTV is in operation 24/7 and recordings kept for a period of 31 days. All staff is
adequately trained concerning knowledge of Licensing laws.

b) The prevention of crime and disorder

Digital CCTV system installed directly outside the premises and inside on both floors that is viewable online 24/7 and
records kept for 31 days, that can be made available to the police or Local Authority Officers upon reasonable request.
Persons who appear drunk or under the influence of drugs will not be served and asked to leave, or not admitted to the
premises.

¢) Public safety

Health and Safety risk assessments to be carried out regularly. Escape routes and main exit will be checked daily for any
obstructions and that in good working order. A fire alarm is in place that incorporates both smoke and heat detectors
throughout the building and and Emergency lighting systems is also in place that are both checked on a regular basis as
per the Fire Risk Assessment. A log will be maintained of all incidents/accidents which may occur on the premises. An
adequate supply of first aid will be available on the premises together with at least one person who is First Aid trained.

d) The prevention of public nuisance

The licensee will ensure that there is no external music played at the premises, that doors and windows are kept closed
during events involving live or recorded music. The licensee will ensure that there is close and regular liaison with the
landlord and residents within the same building to address any complaints and concerns. Regular checks by staff of the
immediate outside area and to encourage patrons to use litter bins to dispose of rubbish.

e) The protection of children from harm
